Course description 

Geographic Information Systems is a powerful urban planning tool that provides functionality to 
capture, store, question, analyze, display, and produce geographic information. Professionals with 
spatial analysis techniques and GIS project management skills are on demand in order to effectively 
deal with multi-faceted urban planning issues.  

The main aim of the program is to study the opportunities of GIS software for making decisions in 
sustainable urban design.  It is essentially concerned with the overall development of an area with 
regards to design, environmental aspects of development, transportation and more. 

This summer school is aimed on using project approach in the field of urban studies on the 
example of the MGSU campus territory. MGSU campus territory is located in Moscow. It is more than 
10 hectares including education, sport, residential, and recreational functions. 

Participants will use real data in order to learn how to overcome typical problems. Since the visual 
communication of quantitative data is a vital skill for urban planners, exercises will help further 
develop participants GIS skills by framing a planning project, developing a set of high-quality GIS 
maps to illustrate the issues and presenting a focused summary report and presentation of results. 

 
The program consists of three modules: 

1. Sustainable urban planning solutions 
2. GIS technologies as tools for urban planning 
3. Practice oriented sustainable design solutions using GIS technologies
